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An evening with Signatures is an evening of musical joy 
and spontaneous humor to delight audiences. These ladies are 
intelligent and witty, and are not afraid to let it show on stage. 
Whether it’s a discussion of who gets to sing a song by which fe-
male singer in the “Diva Request” portion of the show, or whose 
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dies of Signatures bringing the audience along for the ride.

Rarely does a vocal group have four gifted female soloists, 
each with the ability to step to the fore to lead, and then blend 
back into the ensemble to support the whole. This is one such 
group. Each one is a headliner in her own right, with her own 
unique signature. 

Signatures combines the sounds of ‘40s style groups like The Pied Pipers 
and The Modernaires, the free jazz vocalizing of Lambert, Hendricks 
and Ross, and pop groups like The Stylistics, The 5th Dimension, and 
Manhattan Transfer. This unique act also draws from the touching har-
monies of Simon and Garfunkel, the country rock sound of The Eagles, 
and the inventive, dynamic arrangements of Earth, Wind and Fire. 
Signatures performs the Carole King Tapestry album in its entirety as 
a specialty show.

Signatures has performed regularly to packed houses at Tony Starlight’s Supper Club and Lounge 
since premiering in November of 2008. This dynamic ensemble entertained at the Bite of Oregon in 2009, 
and sang an original arrangement of the “Star-Spangled Banner” at a Portland Trailblazers game (By the 
way, the Blazers won). Signatures performed a set of Johnny Mercer tunes at the Portland Art Museum 
for the Northwest Film Center to an extremely enthusiastic audience. 

Signatures recently released a self-titled CD, available at all performances as well as through the 
web site and on CD Baby. It’s an EP of original arrangements of classic songs ranging from Irving Berlin to 
Johnny Mercer/Harold Arlen to the Beatles.
